* God created everything 
 

(Genesis chapter 1) 
 

 
* Take a break once in awhile and enjoy the fruits of your labor 
 
 

(Genesis chapter 2) 
 

 
* Do not believe the lies of the enemy rather believe in God and what he has promised 
you 

 
 

* Sin and death entered the world because Adam and Eve were not obedient to the 
Lord our God 

 
(Genesis chapter 3) 

 
 
 

* The Lord does not like evil  
 
 
* Live to be righteous and you will be blessed along with your family and descendants 
 
 
* The Lord wants us to be obedient to him (Noah followed the Lord's commands and 
was blessed) 
 
 
* Do not give in to peer pressure but do what is right (many individuals around Noah 
were corrupt but he was spared for staying righteous) 
 
 

(Genesis chapters 6-7) 
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* It is important to be a loyal person 
 
Example: 
 
- Abraham rescued his nephew Lot and also retrieved Lot's possessions and saved all 
the women and other captives 

 

 
* Giving is important 
 
The more you give, the more you will receive [author's note] 
 
Example: 
 
- Illustrated by Abraham thanking King Melchizedek with a tenth of all goods recovered 
when saving Lot from the enemy 
 

(Genesis chapter 14) 

 
 
* It is important to have strong faith in the Lord 
 
Example: 
 
- The Lord said Abraham was righteous because he believed in him 
 
 

(Genesis chapter 15) 

 
 
* Through the Lord our God all things are possible 
 
Example: 
 
- The Lord promised Abraham that his wife would have a baby named Isaac when she 
was 90 years old and it happened 
 
 

(Genesis chapters 17 and 21) 

 
 
* According to the Lord, killing righteous people in order to kill evil people is not right 
 
 

(Genesis chapter 18) 
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* Even when you are righteous like Abraham your faith will be tested 
 
Example: 
 
- Abraham was asked to sacrifice his child Isaac (the Lord stopped Abraham from 
actually sacrificing Isaac as it was a test to see how strong Abraham's faith was) and 
because he obeyed the Lord, he was blessed and promised many descendants like the 
stars in the sky and that his descendants would conquer the cities of their enemies and 
through his descendants all of the nations of the earth would be blessed 
 
 

(Genesis chapter 22) 
 

 
* Prayer is powerful and when you pray the Lord listens and miracles can happen 
 
 
* Do an extraordinary job and go above and beyond the call of duty and the Lord will 
bless you 
 
 
* It is important to give thanks and praise to the Lord 
 
 
* Feeling the emotion of love is very powerful and makes you feel good 
 
 

(Genesis chapter 24) 
 
 

* The Lord will always fulfill the promise he puts in your heart 
 

 
* It is important to give back to the Lord at least one tenth of everything the Lord blesses 
you with in life 
 

- It is important to give both your money and also your time. When the Lord looks at 
your giving, he will be looking at if you did the best job you could do at helping others 

with what you were blessed with at the time. You can also give by sharing your material 
goods with others in an effort to make the world a better place. [author's opinion] 

 
 

(Genesis chapter 28) 
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* Do not treat others unfairly because if you do the negativity is returned to you 
 
Example: 
 
- Laban took advantage of Jacob and in return the Lord blessed Jacob with many gifts 
at Laban's expense 
 
- Laban had most of his livestock, his daughters and grand children taken from him 
 
 
* When you work hard and do the right thing the Lord sees that and rewards you 
 
- Remember at the end of the day you work for the Lord, the source of all great 
blessings 
 

 
* It is important to make peace with people 
 
Example: 
 
- Jacob made a treaty with Laban that involved not harming one another moving forward 
and making peace 
 
 

(Genesis chapters 29-31)  

 
 
* When you pray to the Lord be sure to remind him of the promises he made to you 
 
 

(Genesis chapter 32) 

 
 
* It is important to forgive one another 
 
Example: 
 
- Esau forgave Jacob for stealing the blessing from Isaac and Esau and Jacob made 
peace with one another 
 

(Genesis chapters 32-33) 
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* Do not give up on your dreams! 
 
 

(Genesis chapter 37) 

 
 
* If the Lord is with you, you are and will continue to be successful in life 
 
Examples: 
 
- The Lord was with Joseph and he went from being a slave to becoming a ruler in 
Egypt (Joseph was second in command of Egypt under Pharaoh) 
 
- The Lord was with Moses and he was able to free the Israelites from bondage in Egypt 
under the power of Pharaoh 
 
 
* It is important to run from temptation like Joseph did and you will be blessed 
 
 

(Genesis chapter 39) 
 
 

* People will sometimes disappoint you, however; it is important to stay in faith and 
continue to pray and believe in the promises from the Lord 
 
 

(Genesis chapter 40) 

 
 
* Stock up on extra items you may need in the future in an effort to make sure you can 
take care of yourself, your family/friends and to be a blessing to others when times may 
not be as prosperous 
 

(Genesis chapter 41) 

 
 
* When you do good deeds the Lord will bring you an even greater reward in return 
 
 

(Genesis chapter 43) 
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* Take time to bless those around you through kind words and encouragement 
 
 

(Genesis chapter 49) 

 
 
* Being loyal and having a high level of integrity is important 
 
Example: 
 
- When you make a promise with someone you should follow through with the promise 
 
 

(Genesis chapter 50) 

 
 
* God can use you to do amazing things in life even if you have made mistakes 
 
Example: 
 
- The Lord called Moses to deliver the Israelites from bondage in Egypt even though 
Moses killed an Egyptian and became scared and ran away to Midian. Moses killed an 
Egyptian who beat one of the Hebrew slaves. 

 

 
(Exodus chapters 2-3) 

 
 

* Teamwork is important to accomplish your goals 
 
Example: 
 
- God worked through Moses and his brother Aaron to help set the Israelites free from 
Egypt 
 

(Exodus chapter 4) 

 
 
* Following the teachings of the Lord is not always easy and people may persecute you 
for doing so, however; in the end serving the Lord has both short and long term benefits 
 
 

(Exodus chapters 5 and 15)

- God bless you [author added this blessing as an alternative]

* Appreciate what the Lord blesses you with and do not complain when you do not get 
something 
 
Example: 
 
- Focus on your blessings rather than on what you do not have 

 

 
* Sometimes we are asked to carry a cross and do things that are difficult; however, it is 
important to be obedient to the Lord and do what we are called by the Lord to do 
 
 
* The Lord hears you when you talk to him and he can answer your prayers 
 
Example: 
 
- Moses asked for help and the Lord blessed him with seventy leaders to assist him 
 
 

(Numbers chapter 11) 

 
 
* It is important to conduct research before beginning a project in an effort to make sure 
you understand what you are doing and conducting the research can help you make 
better decisions 
 

(Numbers chapter 13) 
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* Stay positive in life 
 

(Numbers chapter 14) 

 
 
* It is important to pass important stories, knowledge and wisdom down to your children 
and others in an effort to allow future generations to know the truth and to be thankful 
for the blessings that allowed them to prosper 
 

(Deuteronomy chapter 6) 

 
 
* It is important to stay connected to the Lord our God and be humble and not take on 
an ego (false self) 
 
- According to Dr. Wayne Dyer, one way to work on eliminating the ego is to ask "how 
can I be of service?" 
 

(Deuteronomy chapter 8) 

 
 
* The Lord will sometimes give us a sign that we are on the correct path and that 
something we need/want is coming  
 

(Judges chapter 6)  

 
 

* Even though you have made mistakes, you can still repent of your sins and fulfill your 
God given destiny 
 

(Judges chapter 16) 

 
 
* When you do good in the name of the Lord, the blessings will come back to you 
 
 

(Ruth chapter 2) 

 
 
* When the Lord calls you to do something, you must act and not let fear stop you 
 
- It is important to have courage and also faith and know that the Lord is with you at all 
times 
 

(1 Samuel chapter 17) 
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* It is important to be happy for others rather than jealous 
 
- Being jealous can lead us down a path of evil 
 
 
* When the Lord is on your side, he can even use your enemy's family to help you 
 
 

(1 Samuel chapters 19-20) 

 
 

* Do not get involved in the act of revenge 
 
- There is a Chinese proverb that states, "If you are going to pursue revenge, you better 
dig two graves." According to Dr. Wayne Dyer, "Your resentments will destroy you.

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* It is important to choose to be happy every day

 "The ruler will make a treaty with the people for a period of one set of seven, but after 
half this time, he will put an end to the sacrifices and offerings. And as a climax to all his 
terrible deeds, he will set up a sacrilegious object that causes desecration, until the fate 
decreed for this defiler is finally poured out on him." 
 
- The Antichrist will make a 7 year treaty with Israel. Half way into the treaty, the 
Antichrist will break the promise with an event called the Abomination of Desolation. 
This event will mark the beginning of the final 3 1/2 years before Christ returns (Second 
Coming). The final 3 1/2 years before Christ returns is called the Great Tribulation 
period.

* Jesus stated that it is important to share with others the resources you have rather 
than just storing them for yourself 

 
 

* According to Jesus, you cannot serve both money and God 
 

 
* Do not worry  
 

(Matthew chapter 6) 

 
 

"Seek the Kingdom of God above all else, and live righteously, and he (God) will give 
you everything you need." 

 
(NLT) (Quote from Jesus Christ) (Matthew chapter 6) 

 
 

"Don't waste what is holy on people who are unholy. Don't throw your pearls to pigs! 
They will trample the pearls, then turn and attack you." 
 
 

(NLT) (Quote from Jesus Christ) (Matthew chapter 7) 
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The Golden Rule 
 

* Treat others the way you want to be treated 
 

(Matthew chapter 7) 
 
 

The Tree and Its Fruit 
 

"Beware of false prophets who come disguised as harmless sheep but are really vicious 
wolves. You can identify them by their fruit, that is, by the way they act. Can you pick 
grapes from thorn bushes, or figs from thistles? A good tree produces good fruit, and a 
bad tree produces bad fruit. A good tree can't produce bad fruit, and a bad tree can't 
produce good fruit. So every tree that does not produce good fruit is chopped down and 
thrown into the fire. Yes, just as you can identify a tree by its fruit, so you can identify 
people by their actions."

* Believing and having faith in the Lord can allow miracles to take place 
 
 

(Matthew chapter 8)  
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* The Lord wants us to focus on showing each other mercy and not focusing on offering 
sacrifices 
 
- In the Old Testament, when an Israelite broke God's law, he/she had to offer a 
sacrifice to remove the curse and to get the blessings to flow again. Today, we live 
under the New Testament and when we break God's law, we should repent of our sins 
and turn to God. Jesus is the ultimate sacrifice and he paid for all past, present and 
future sins; so when you accept Jesus as your Lord and Savior you become the 
righteousness of God. 
 

(Matthew chapter 9) 
 
 

* There may be people in your life who try to tear your dreams apart and will be jealous 
of you. Do not let the negativity bring you down. It is important you keep moving forward 
being your best and doing what God has called you to do. 
 
 
* It is critical we constantly pay close attention to what we are watching, listening to and 
spending time doing. If we stay connected to God and his word and live a life like Jesus, 
our thoughts will be positively transformed and our behaviors and words will be positive. 
 
 
* Be willing to constantly work to improve yourself and become a better person 
 
- According to Dr. Wayne Dyer, "true nobility is not about being better than someone 
else. It is about being better than you used to be." 
 
 

* Do not be a hypocrite 
 
 

(Matthew chapter 12) 
 

 
* Be careful what words you allow to come out of your mouth because as Jesus said, 
"the words you say will either acquit you or condemn you." 

 
 

* According to Jesus, "Anyone who does the will of my Father (God) in heaven is my 
brother and sister and mother!" 
 
 

(NLT) (Quotes from Jesus Christ) (Matthew chapter 12) 
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* It is important to make sure your faith is rooted on a solid foundation, consisting of 
God's word 
 

(Matthew chapter 13) 

 
 

* The Lord wants you to honor him with your lips and also with your heart (spirit) 
 
 

* It is important to show compassion towards others in need 
 

 
* It is important to be thankful to the Lord for what you have and that will allow the Lord 
to bless you with more 
 

(Matthew chapter 15) 

 
 
* Be careful who you choose to associate with in life 
 
 

(Matthew chapter 16) 

 
 
"If any of you wants to be my follower, you must turn from your selfish ways, take up 
your cross, and follow me. If you try to hang on to your life, you will lose it. But if you 
give up your life for my sake, you will save it. And what do you benefit if you gain the 
whole world but lose your own soul? Is anything worth more than your soul? For the 
Son of Man will come with his angels in the glory of his Father and will judge all people 
according to their deeds. And I tell you the truth, some standing here right now will not 
die before they see the Son of Man coming in his Kingdom." 
 

 
(NLT) (Quote from Jesus Christ) (Matthew chapter 16) 

 
 

* It is important to have good communication with one another and try not to blind side 
people even if it is bad news 
 

(Matthew chapter 17) 
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* Remember to not lure people into sin rather motivate people to do good and be their 
best 
 
 
* It is important for us to learn to forgive each other like our Heavenly Father has done 
for us 
 

(Matthew chapter 18)
